1. Call to Order:
The Town of Hampton Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Brown at 7:00 pm.
The meeting was held in the Hampton Town Hall Council Chambers. 
	
2. Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance:
Mayor Brown gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. FOIA Compliance:
Mayor Brown reported that the Town is in compliance with the FOIA.

4. Public Hearings:
4.1 Kimberly Varn, LCOG-Needs Assessment-: Mrs. Varn presented those in attendance with information on the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) information and opportunities for program year April 1, 2026 – March 31, 2027. She explained what type of projects are eligible, the funding available, and the criteria you must meet to qualify for these grants that promote community and economic development. She answered any questions from the Mayor and Council and asked for any questions or comments from others in attendance. There being none, the public hearing period ended.

8. Appointments:
8.1 Hampton Police Department: Officer Swearing-in and Officer Promotion: Chief McAlhaney swore in the Shaferriah ‘Shay’ Bradley. She was recently hired by the Hampton Police Department and will be attending the police academy for certification. Chief McAlhaney recognized Officer Bryson Ackerman, promoting him to Patrolman First Class for his hard work and dedication to the Hampton Police Department.

9.1 A Resolution Establishing A Policy of the Town of Hampton Regarding Requests for Public Records Under the South Carolina Freedom of Information Act:  Shannon Altman explained that the Town attorneys did a review of the Town of Hampton Freedom of Information Act forms and policies and recommended updating the resolution. Councilman Brown motioned to accept the Resolution Establishing A Policy of the Town of Hampton Regarding Requests for Public Records Under the South Carolina Freedom of Information Act. Councilwoman Chafin seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.

12.2 IT Support: Mayor Brown presented a proposal to the council from PRTC to provide IT services to the Town of Hampton. The only service they cannot provide is website hosting. Councilman Brown motioned to table this matter until we have time to evaluate the PRTC agreement and the agreement with VC3 to make sure there is not a duplication of services. Councilwoman Chafin seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.

12.3 Mutual Aid Agreement: Mayor and Council would like to see a system in place to take care of all police and fire mutual aid agreements and have them all approved at the same time each year. They would also like the town attorneys to review the current agreements to make sure no changes need to be made.

12.4 Demolition of Burned Property: Councilman Brown to follow up with the attorneys on this matter. He has also sent an inquiry into probate for the burned house on First Street East.

13. New Business:
13.1 Downtown Zoning Contract:
Shannon presented the council with a proposal from Low Country Council of Governments to assist with updated the zoning of the downtown area as to promote tourism. Councilman Brown motioned to enter into a contract with Low Country Council of Governments in the upcoming fiscal year for the purpose of updating the zoning ordinance in the downtown area, for the amount of $7,000, to be paid from hospitality funds if possible. Councilwoman Chafin seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.

16. Supervisors’ Report:
· HPD: Chief McAlhaney reported that the department has a certified police officer starting Monday, February 23, he will attend the next meeting for swearing in. So far, there have been 250 calls for service in February.
 
· HFD: Chief Brabham reported that there have been 10 calls since the last meeting. The department will be receiving the VSAFE grant again this year, and it will be approximately $14,700. The department does not have to provide matching funds for this grant; they plan to purchase three sets of bunker gear and some additional hoses with these funds. He also reported that a request has been made through Representative Hager for $180,000, if approved, this funding would provide an updated Cascade system, which will provide breathing air for the firefighters.

Lt. Drawdy with the police department thanked the fire department for a recent donation to the police department of some equipment.

· Administration:  Nothing to report.

Councilman Brown: inquired about the swings at the parks and if they have all received and installed. It was confirmed that all have been installed with the exception of one area that requires a larger size bracket.
