13. New Business:
13.1 Girls and Boys State Donation:
Mayor Brown presented requests from the American Legion Post 108 and the American Legion Auxillary for donations for Boys State in the amount of $300.00 and Girls State in the amount of $450.00 Councilman Brown motioned to make the donations of $300 for Boys State and $450 for Girls State. Councilwoman Hager seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.

13.2 Downtown Zoning Contract: Shannon reported that she is waiting for clarification from the Town Attorney as to whether this can be paid from Hospitality funds.

13.3 Additional Planters for Lee Ave: Mayor Brown presented a request for an additional three planters for Lee Avenue. After receiving the initial order, it was realized that three more could be used for another section of Lee Avenue. Brunson Building Supply has agreed to honor the initial pricing of $765 each for a total of $2295.00, this includes taxes and shipping and can be paid from Hospitality Fund. Councilwoman Chafin motioned to approve the request for the additional three planters to be paid from Hospitality funds. Councilman Brown seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.

· HPD: Chief McAlhaney advised all of those in attendance to be aware of scams. The Hampton PD was recently able to help stop a local resident from being scammed for $50,000. This stemmed from a phone call where someone pretended to be with a bank.

· Administration:  Shannon reported that the annual audit is scheduled for the last week of May and the first week of June. She also reported that the Dominion Energy contract has been signed for the Lightsey Park lighting project. This is expected to be done during the month of April.

· Met with the county transportation committee and is working on getting street signs and posts replaced in the town, just the post and bracket is $100 to replace. We will have to pay 25% of the total cost.

Councilwoman Chafin motioned to adjourn. Councilman Mixson seconded. All were in favor, and the motion passed. The meeting was adjourned at 7:20 pm.
